Dear Barrel Racers!                      
I hope you are all doing well, JJK barrel racing is right around the corner with the first jackpot on March 17th.   Please remember to check Facebook (JJK Barrel Racing) or my website (www.jjkbarrelracing.com) for updates before you haul, if the weather is nasty.  If the temp is 25 degrees or below, the race will be cancelled.  

Requirements to qualify for year- end awards (saddles) are:

     **Current MT NBHA membership

     **Run in 8 of the 11 JJK Series races (they begin on June 23)
     **Only 1 saddle may be won per person, in the event a runner wins 2 saddles, it will go to the 2nd placer in that D 
An NBHA membership is NOT required to run in any of my races, however, if you are interested in year-end saddles/awards, you will need to have one.  NBHA forms are available at all of my races, you can sign up through me, or you can download a membership form off my website and send it in yourself.  There is an option of signing up online, but I know there have been problems with their site in the past.  Points will start accumulating from June 23rd until Sept 15th of the finals.
There is a Pee Wee (6 under), Youth (18 under) and Open Division.  The Open is a 4D, the Youth as a 3D, and the PeeWee is just for fun.  Pee Wees pay $5 entry fee and make their run at the end of the time onlies (approx. 11:00).  

The saddles/awards will be based on a point system.  You will receive points if you place in a D (top 5 down will receive 25 for 1st, 20 for 2nd, 15 for 3rd……etc.)   Each runner will also receive 10 points for every JJK Series race you run in.  For example, if you placed 3rd in a D, you would get 15 points for placing and 10 additional points for entering, so you would receive 25 total points on that day.  In the event you run more than 1 horse, you will receive the placing points (as long as they are in different D’s), but you will only receive 10 points for entering. If both horses place in the same D, you will receive the higher number of points of the 2 runs.  All year-end ties will be decided on money earned during the series.  Points are awarded to the rider (not the horse). In order to receive the 10 points, you must make a competitive run, late scratches do not qualify for points.  
Once again, I am planning to take nominations for the 2019 JJK Horse of the Year.  Please email me or come in the office to fill out nomination form.  Your votes will be kept confidential, the winning horse will be announced at the awards assembly during the JJK Finals on Sept 15th.  
Also, on my added $$ races, I would appreciate if you would know your horse’s registered name at entry time.  It’s simply to better the industry for all breeders and buyers.  I send the names of those horses who are money earners to Equi-stat for records.  Please do not take it out on my office help, they are only doing what I’ve asked. 

On a race day, the arena is open to ride from 9:00 a.m. until time onlies start.  The arena closes 1 hour after the race is over, King’s Arena open riding rates then apply.  If you are not entering the barrel race, but come to ride and/or do time onlies, please be aware you are required to pay the $12 arena fee.
All cancellations, results, point standings, flyers, announcements etc. will be posted on www.jjkbarrelracing.com and on Facebook page JJK Barrel Racing LLC, so please take a look!
